Marion Weinzweig is one of the youngest living witnesses to the horrors of the Holocaust.  She was born in a Ghetto, in German-occupied Poland.

She survived in hiding, in 2 separate convents, masquerading as a Catholic.  She speaks about her own and her family’s experiences during the war, giving

eye-witness testimony to being Jewish during WWII, through the eyes of a child.
